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Hello my name is Ada Russell and I am 50 

years old.

I have been in Teen Challenge - Houston 

center for around seven months.  I came 

from an abusive background that left me 

with so many insecurities. I never really 

liked myself much because I didnõt see 

myself as God saw me.   

I grew up knowing about God; I had just 

never made Him a part of my life. I 

knew God as a vengeful and wrathful 

God not a loving and merciful God.  I 

was introduced to drugs at the age 

of 16 that led me into 34 years of 

abuse. I was tired of living in a 

world where I was miserable all 

the time.  I wanted to die, but 

God wouldnõt let me. 

By the time I came to Teen Challenge I was a 

total mess ð I was very broken.  I had lost all 

hope, but God says in Jeremiah 29:11 that He 

has a plan for me, a plan for good and not 

for evil, to give me a hope and a future.   

Through Teen Challenge I have learned to let 

go of all my hatred, anger, hurt and frustra-

tion.  God has given me a peace that Iõve 

never known before.  I am so grateful today 

that my God is a God of second, third and 

fourth chances.  

I have finally been able to give God the 

scared child, terrified teenager and sad, lost 

adult I once was.  He is restoring my life and 

my family on a day-to-day basis.  He is turn-

ing my life around and making this mess into 

His message.  

I want to give God all the Honor and Glory 

for all He is doing today in my life and I want 

to thank you for taking to time to read my 

testimony.
