A few weeks 

later I met up with my wife and she brought 

my son to see me.  It was only the second time 

Iõd ever seen him.  During there visit we ran 

into Teen Challenge outside of Wal-mart.  

They told me about the program and a stu-

dent prayed for me.  A month later I was at 

Teen Challenge of Magnolia. 

Since Iõve been in Teen challenge I have 

learned how to pray from the heart and lean 

on scripture.  The lord has restored my family 

and most importantly a relationship with my 

son.  The verse I stand on is Psalms 19:14óLet 

the words of my mouth and the meditation of 

my heart be acceptable in thy sight o lord my 

strength my redeemeró.  I have not seen my 

daughter in a long time, but I know that God 

will continue to work on making my family 

whole again.  Its Godõs perfect timing for a 

perfect plan he has for me.y
