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My name is Kyle Foster I am 23 years old. I 

am from Conroe, Texas. This is my testimony: 

I was very blessed as a child having every-

thing I could have needed or wanted. I began 

going to church when I was in the second 

grade. I accepted Jesus Christ as my Lord and 

Savior at an early age. I was very lucky to have 

two wonderful influences in my life in my 

mother and grandmother. Although I attended 

a Baptist church every Sunday and Wednes-

day along with youth camps I never really  

had a close enough relationship with God. At 

age 18 I no longer thought I needed to go 

to church and began living on my own 

where everything started to fall apart. My 

early experimentation with drugs soon led 

to a horrible addiction which led to me 

dropping out of college.  

    I went through almost 4 years of 

doing nothing but partying, totally 

lost in a selfish lifestyle. I was un-

able to hold down a job and I had 

nearly destroyed my relationships with a once 

loving family. As I became worse I cried out to 

God asking for help simply stating that I did 

not want to be this guy I had become. I want to 

change. But I knew I couldnõt do it alone.  

God must have heard me because soon 

after my habits ended with me in jail, I had to 

make a choice. I made the right one and de-

cided to come to Teen Challenge. I came here 

to get help but God soon revealed to me that I 

have a bigger purpose. The spiritual growth I 

have gained here is tremendous and God has 

equipped me to not only help myself, but also 

to help others as well. Thanks to God and Teen 

Challenge I now have an outstanding relation-

ship with my family and also plans of starting 

my own family with my beautiful wife.

Prayer for cousins, Philip and Daniel, be-

cause Grandma tries to get them to go to 

church and they think Iõm really stupid.ó    

A $10 donation was included in this 

letter from an 8 -year-old boy that was so 

special, just like the letter he wrote. It is 

precious to us and to God, much like the 

poor widow in Luke 21, where she gave 

her 2 pennies worth more than any manõs 

riches in Godõs eyes:  òI assure you, he 

said, this poor widow has given more than 

all the rest of themê poor as she is, has 

given everything she has.ó  Every donation 

to Teen Challenge, whether it be large or 

small, has been a true blessing and will be 

multiplied by God to help his kingdom.

God bless you all. y First of all I would like to thank my Lord and 

savior for showing me the grace and mercy that I 

truly didnõt deserve. I am a 20 year-old single 

mother that had slipped away from the Lord. My 

mom is (and always has been) a faithful Christian 

and my dad was a hard working man even though 

he always put his family before his business. On 

February 20, 1999 my life turned upside down 

when my dad died in a motorcycle accident. Mo-

ments before that, he told my brother and I how 

much he loved us. For the next ten years, I became 

very rebellious child and started drinking and 

hanging out with the wrong crowd to fill the void 

in my heart. At age 17, I got pregnant with a baby 

boy. This was Godõs second chance for me to 

straighten up. His name is Hayden Matthew Smart, 

which means Godõs Gift. He truly is. I blew my 

second chance at a good life when I met my ex- 

husband. We got married and that relationship 

turned out to be a disaster and a very abusive 

relationship. After a month of being married, I filed 

for a divorce. I thought I would never love again; I 

stopped caring. I started hanging out with the 

wrong crowd again and not only was I drinking but 

I also fell into a drug addiction. I let men, drugs 

and alcohol control my life for the next 7 months. 

On November 26, 2007, CPS came knocking on my 

door and took my rights to my son away from me. 

I was not only hurting myself, I was hurting my son 

and God took that blessing away from me. God 

spoke to me in a plain voice during this terrifying 

moment. He told me, òMy child itõs not too late. Itõs 

not too late to serve me and better my kingdom. 

Itõs not too late to follow me again.ó I came to 

Teen Challenge on January 2, 2008, and on January 

15 I rededicated my life to the Lord. When I first 

got here, I completed a parenting class and I 

started taking GED classes. I had been trying to get 

my GED for 2 years now and Teen Challenge gave 

me the opportunity to complete my GED. God also 

restored my family to me. CPS saw the amazing 

change in my life and gave all my parental rights 

back to me. My mom and I have the best relation-

ship we have ever had. God has given me way 

more than I could ever ask for. He has given me a 

Hope and a future and taught me to love and 

respect everyone I come in contact with. I pray 

everyday that the Lord will radiate through me. I 

graduate in February and plan on staying on and 

working for 6 months. Then I plan on going to 

Bible College to become a youth minister and 

praise and worship leader. I praise God daily for 

the awesome opportunity this ministry has pro-

vided.
