While in my first 

quarter there I will be learning about The 

Local Church in Evangelism, Prison Epistles 

and Scripture Memorization.  TCIMI is certi-

fied through Berean University for ministerial 

credentials with the Assembly of God. 

 

Thank you Lord, God and all my sisters, espe-

cially , Ms. Diana, Ms. Cari and Bro. Jeff for 

they know Godõs will and here I am today 

well on my way to being restored, just the 

way God intended it to be.
