As men
with addictions enroll in the program, they

come with different sets of experience and

skills. One may have been a mechanic, another
may have worked in plumbing and many other
areas. As projects come up, we will send the
experienced man accompanied by one or more
other men to work on a project together. They
are then taught how that job is done. One re-
cdantrexampleeofitrésiwas!wheibe nem baiilt aa x
entire house from the ground up without the
help of anyone outside of our students here.
One man knew how to frame the house so he
taught two others how it is done. Another man
knew how to do the plumbing, and another
knew how to

insulate, sheet-

rock, and paint.

Still another

knew how to

put a roof on.

When each one

got to the area that another person was experi-
enced in, they would then follow the leadership
of the one skilled in that area. It only took three
weeks to build the house, and by the time the
house was complete, they all knew how to do

each otherdés specialties!

Another industry the men are about to take
part in is farming. There are many lessons that
are learned from sowing and reaping in the
Word. We have a farmer that is coming out to
the camp and teaching us how to grow and
maintain a large garden that will feed our men
fresh vegetables this year.

God
uses these everyday things to teach us and we
