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Hi, my name is Danielle Harton and I am 20 

years old.  I grew up in Houston, TX.  I have an 

amazing family who love and support me.  I 

grew up in the church, but I walked away from 

God when I got into High School.  I became 

bulimic when I was 13 after being sexually 

abused by a family friend.  I remember feeling 

so trapped in a person that mind had become 

so hopeless.  I went to Sam Houston Univer-

sity in the fall of 2006.  I turned to the party 

scene and ended up trying to numb my pain 

with drugs and alcohol after being taken 

advantage of sexually and physically.  I 

went to a few secular rehabs but ended up 

graduating from them just as broken as I 

came in.  I ended up in New Orleans, LA 

on my knees begging God to save me, 

change me, and get me out of the 

bondage of everything I had done.  A 

day later God answered my prayers.  

I got on a plane and met my par-

ents in San Antonio, where they told me about 

Teen Challenge.  I was sure of the fact that I 

was done feeling the guilt and shame of who I 

had become and I agreed to come to Teen 

Challenge.  Since I have been here God has 

begun to restore, support, and strengthen me 

and is placing my feet on a firm foundation like 

He promises in 1 Peter 5:10.  My parents are 

proud of me, and my little brother is speaking 

to me.  I have respect for myself and others 

around me.  God is showing me what it feels 

like to love and truly be loved by Him.  I canõt 

imagine my life now without Christ.  He gives 

the strength to endure the unendurable and 

promises to put me back together and set my 

feet for good.  I came in here beat down, bro-

ken, and battered, but now I am being resorted 

physically, mentally, spiritually, and emotionally.  

Always remember to trust steadily in God, hope 

unswervingly and love extravagantly.  y 



When men and women come to Teen 

Challenge, most of them come here with 

broken and separated families. So many 

scenarios of loved ones being estranged 

from each other. As it says in Matthew 

19:29, ôEveryone who has given up houses 

or brothers or sisters or father or mother 

or property, for my sake, will receive a 

hundred times as much in return and will 

inherit eternal life.õ Whenever we give our 

lives to God and make sacrifices he 

blesses us. God restores our lives, our 

families and anything else that we lose 

along the way. He even gives back twice 

as much as we had in the first place be-

cause of our obedience.  

Most of the time being obedient to 

God is the hardest thing we have to do. 

Itõs because most of us came from a life-

style where we did whatever we wanted, 

whenever we wanted. However, coming to 

Teen Challenge it is the complete oppo-

site of what we are used to. So we have to 

adjust to the idea that it is not all about 

us. ôIf at that time you and your children 

return to the Lord and obey, He will re-

store your fortune and bring you back 

from where you were,õ Deuteronomy 30:2-

3. God is just waiting on us to say the 

word and take a step in faith so that he 

can start restoring everything that sin has 

taken from our lives.  

There have been so many families re-

stored through being at Teen Challenge, 

just like it says in Isaiah 43, even when it 

seems so far away God will gather his chil-

dren from every direction and bring them 

back together.

Hello my name is James Baez. I am 19 

years old and I was born and raised in Edin-

burg, TX.  I grew up in a small home and was 

raised by my mother. Until  I was 5 years old, 

I used to visit my dad in prison.   At the age 

of 7, my mom left us and moved to Califor-

nia.  I have not seen or heard from her since. 

Due to the fact that my dad had just gotten 

out of prison, the court did not allow him 

have custody of me or my brother and sister. 

Since then my two siblings and I were moved 

in and out of different foster homes.  My 

brother was always causing trouble so we 

were constantly being abused and running 

away.  At the age of 10 I was sent to San 

Antonio State Hospital for eleven months 

and lost total communication with my family.  

When I got out I reunited with my sister at 

my auntõs house. It was the best time of my 

life.  Since then, I constantly got into trouble 

with the law.  I had received 5 felonies and 

numerous amounts of assaults by the age of 

15.  At that time my Parole Officer told the 

judge that I deserved to go to Texas Youth 

Commission.  I received my 3 year sentence 

in 2005 and in July of 2008 I got charged 

with a heavy sentence, but was sent to Teen 

Challenge instead.  God says in Genesis 

50:20, òeverything that was meant for bad 

God will use for good. ò Since being in this 

program I have learned how important God 

is in my life and I have learned to value my 

freedom.  I thank God everyday for placing 

me in this program and for the friends I now 

have.  I pray that He will use me as a vessel 

to speak to my brother, who is now serving a 

life sentence in prison.  I plan to find my 

mom someday so I can finally say to her that 

I forgive her for what she did.  Isaiah 43 talks 

about God bringing families that are scat-

tered as far as the east is from the west back 

together. I know someday my family will be 

back together again. z
