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My name is Renee Norman and I am 57 

years old. I have known Christ as long as I can 

remember. I took my three children to Sunday 

School and church when they were small and I 

even taught Bible classes myself. I considered 

myself a strong Christian with a good relation-

ship with God and a realistic view of the pitfalls 

of this world.  

When I entered my late forties, several things 

happened all at once in my life that shook my 

faith and gave the devil a foothold in my life. My 

husband lost a good job and couldnõt find an-

other one for a while and our finances were a 

burden. My grandmother passed away and 

my motherõs health took a dive and she went 

from being a source of great strength to 

someone who needed to be taken care of 

most of the time. Instead of turning to 

God, I went to the doctor for help. I was 

prescribed pills for nerves, for sleep, for 

depression, and for pain. It wasnõt long 

before the pills had total control of 

my life. I wrecked cars, broke the 

hearts of my children and my husband over and 

over. I disappointed my grandchildren and I 

hated myself. I almost died from my overdose 

and still couldnõt stop. The last accident I had 

made me realize I was going to die unless 

something changed. My pastor told my family 

about Teen Challenge and I knew instantly God 

had shown me a way.  

In this program I have learned how to really 

trust and depend on God. My whole life has 

been changed. God led me to Isaiah 40:31 in my 

darkest hour, òThose that wait upon the Lord 

shall renew their strength, they will mount on 

wings like eagles, they shall run and not grow 

weary, they shall walk and not faint.ó He is faith-

ful to His word, and through the help Iõve re-

ceived in Teen Challenge, I am free.  

I am currently working as the Womanõs Di-

rector of the Coastal Bend Teen Challenge. God 

has completely restored my family and given me 

the peace and joy that comes from knowing 

Him.  



It is exciting and rewarding partnering 

with God building His kingdom. Recently I 

heard Myles Munroe state that wealth is 

not measured in how much you own, but 

how close you are to the king, who owns 

everything. Unfortunately we, like Adam 

and Eve, have all believed lies from the 

enemy and have been robbed of our true 

inheritance from our Father in Heaven. I 

am committed to see everyone who 

comes to us, with the help of the Holy 

Spirit, have their eyes opened and come 

to the knowledge of Him who died for our 

salvation, and be established in His King-

dom as sons and daughters of the Living 

God. Jesus fills that emptiness within them 

that the things of this world can never fill. 

First they have to come to that point that 

they are desperate to change and believe 

God to build their lives in Him who loves 

them and wants them to learn to take 

dominion over their life controlling prob-

lems and begin functioning as victorious 

members of Godõs royal family. This is not 

religion, but having a relationship with the 

creator God of the Universe through Jesus 

Christ who gives us a new heart and mind, 

cleansing us of our past, and gives us new 

direction and purpose in our lives. As our 

relationship with Jesus deepens, the other 

areas in our life just seem to fall right into 

place.
