I moved to Baton Rouge to start my 

life over again.  I got a job working with 

Jimmy Swaggert.  I worked for him for 

four years.  Spiritually I thought I could 

turn my life around working for a man 

of God like that.  In the end I became 

home sick and moved back to Vidor.  

I joined a church  and thought that 

would help.  The wrong people 

came back into my life and I accepted them.  I 

would run with them for a long time.  One day 

out of the blue I just started thinking hard of 

what my life had become and where I could 

have been.  I called my Mom and told her I 

needed help.  I started to call places and my 

sister called me and told me a friend of hers 

wanted to talk to me.  He told me about Teen 

Challenge and prayed with me.  Two weeks 

later I was sitting in Teen Challenge.  I know 

I'm here for a reason.  I love the brothers I 

have in here and would do anything for them.  

Teen Challenge has restored my family back to 

me.  The most important thing it has givin me 

my self respect back.  I love, live, and breathe 

Teen Challenge, because God works through 

this program.  Without him I couldn't love 

anything.  I give all the glory to God, because 

he has given me so much more than I ever 

expected.

The miracle of 

Jesusõ resurrection offers a profound mes-

sage of hope and victory for Christians 

who call on His name in every aspect of 

their lives. It offers hope in times of doubt, 

encouragement in times of trouble, and 

peace that passes all understanding in 

every situation. 

When an individual is pursuing a God 

given dream or desire, there is a confi-

dence that comes from a life fulfilled by 

Christ and His resurrection power that 

propels them into their destiny.
