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My name is William Huddleston I am 25 

years old. I am from Livingston, Tennessee. I 

have been in Teen Challenge for about 7 months 

through many answered prayers. Growing up I 

always wanted to òfit inó but never felt like I did. 

As a result, I suffered from depression off and on 

throughout my childhood. I have a loving family 

that has always been there for me through eve-

rything. When I was around 13 years old my 

mother became ill. I wondered why God would 

allow this to happen to someone I loved so 

much. This drove me deeper and deeper into my 

depression. I didnõt want it to seem like I was 

bothered by all of this so I started experiment-

ing with drugs at an early age. By the time I 

could legally drive I was already using daily.  

I began to get in trouble with the law at age 

17. I entered my first drug rehab at this age. I 

kept thinking that I could just beat this ad-

diction by convincing myself I could do this 

on my own. All this did was beat me down 

lower and lower. I soon became some-

thing I never thought I would be, a liar 

and a thief. 

I hated who I had become and didnõt 

want to live this way. I didnõt want to 

live at all. I prayed to God that He would just 

take my life. I found myself having nowhere to 

turn, nobody to talk to. This was the lowest 

point in my life. I overdosed several times. My 

family said that they couldnõt enable me any-

more. They did however point me into the direc-

tion of Teen Challenge San Antonio. 

Since I have been here I have learned to 

completely submit my will unto God. Now 

through faith in Christ I no longer have any de-

pression. I no longer have a desire to use any 

drugs at all. 

I praise God for my family and friends that 

never gave up on me. It breaks my heart to think 

about all the pain that I have brought upon 

them. 

I realize now that it was God who kept me 

alive through all of the darkness I walked 

through. Through all of this I still wouldnõt 

change anything. I had to go through what I 

went through in order for me to become what 

God has made me.  

Revelations 12:11 says òThey overcame him 

by the blood of the lamb and by the word of 

their testimony.ó 

Today I am a new creation in Christ.  y 



Here at Teen Challenge of Texas we 

have been abundantly blessed by the Lord 

in all aspects. Just as God never turned 

away from us or denied us anything, we 

believe and have the faith that God will 

provide for our needs here at San Anto-

nio. Matthew 25:34-36: òThen the King will 

say to those on his right, 'Come, you who 

are blessed by my Father; take your inheri-

tance, the kingdom prepared for you since 

the creation of the world. For I was hungry 

and you gave me something to eat, I was 

thirsty and you gave me something to 

drink, I was a stranger and you invited me 

in, I needed clothes and you clothed me, I 

was sick and you looked after me, I was in 

prison and you came to visit me.ó Just as 

many of us that came into this program 

broken and depleted Teen Challenge of-

fered us a place of refuge and shelter. We 

were hungry and were fed, we were alone 

and found security, we had nothing yet; 

we were welcomed in and provided for.  

For some, the reality of the world was 

based around hectic schedules or running 

from one fix to the next. There was no 

certainty or stability in our lives. Yet, when 

entering the gates of Teen Challenge peo-

ple are able to see what true stability and 

security is. They are provided three square 

meals a day, a dry place to lay their heads, 

and a structured environment where spiri-

tual growth and development are birthed.  

We believe in 

giving people everything that the world 

withheld from them, we want to share 

with them what God can do for them if 

they surrender their lives.  When surren-

dering our lives God has shown he is sov-

ereign and has withheld nothing from us.  

We daily work to further his kingdom and 

are living abundantly in his inheritance 

that he provides through his grace and 

mercy.

My name is Sarah Everett.  I am 33 years 

old from Waco, Texas. Iõm married with two 

beautiful boys.

Going through ex-

treme depression, a failed marriage, and 

suicidal thoughts, I turned to prescription 

medications to numb my pain. Having hurt 

my husband, his family, and my family be-

yond belief I finally hit rock bottom. Believ-

ing my life was over, God said ô I know the 

plans I have for you, plans to prosper you 

and not to harm you, plans to give you a 

hope and a future. ò God shut every door 

except the one to Teen Challenge.  By Godõs 

grace, mercy, and his forgiveness I have for-

given my father and stepfathers.  I see the 

woman of worth I am in Jesus Christ. I know 

I have a specific purpose. I have peace 

knowing that while I am being still God is 

fighting for me.  As I seek after Godõs will 

and desires for my life I rest in knowing he 

has my husband and boys in His hands, and 

the promise from Zephaniah 3:20.  At that 

time I will gather you; at that time I will 

bring you home. I will give you honor and 

praise among all the peoples of the earth 

when I restore your fortunes before your
