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  Hi, my name is Jennifer Blount.  I am 31 

years old, and was raised in south Louisiana 

in a wonderful, loving and God fearing home.  

My parents have been pastors my entire life 

and raised my brother and I, to serve the 

Lord. I was saved and filled with the Holy 

Ghost at a young age. I was passionate for 

Christ all of my teenage years, and the wor-

ship leader in my church.

     In my late twenties, I compromised my 

walk with God. I began to open doors for 

the devil, such as being in ungodly rela-

tionships, and I began to drink casually. I 

slowly began hiding myself from my 

family, church and Godly friends. I 

started putting my hope and trust in 

worldly things, jobs and people, 

while, losing hope in Godõs will for 

me. I got pregnant and had a 

child out of marriage at age 29. 

Although my daughter is my 

most treasured gift from God, 

I felt ashamed of myself, for my family  and 

church.

Later, I got to the point of unconsciousness 

and was hospitalized twice in six months. The 

last time, my alcohol level was lethal, and the 

doctors were sure the next binge would kill 

me.

My uncle Charles 

Logan visited me in the hospital and told me 

about Teen Challenge. In desperation, I went 

to Teen Challenge and was taken in, just as 

Jesus does-just as I was. I am now rebuilding 

a strong love of His Word in my life. Jesus is 

healing and restoring every part of me and 

my family. Today I am ready to do and be all 

God has destined for me. Now my lovely 

daughter has a transformed mom.                

29:11 says: òFor I know the plans I 

have for you,ó says the Lord. òThey are plans 

for good and not for disaster, to give you a 

future and a hope.  



This is a time of the restoring of lost 

love.  Rev. 2:4 speaks of how the church in 

Ephesus has lost her first love.  I have of-

ten wondered, how a person can lose their 

first love.  In my many questions on this 

issue, I feel that that first love is lost, when 

the expectation that one experiences, af-

ter coming to Jesus, has disappeared and 

canõt be found by human effort. I can re-

member the òfirstsó in my life.  I remember 

my first day in the Army,   my first day out 

of the Army.  I also remember my first 

date with my wife (Betty). But most of all, I 

remember my first day as a new Christian.  

My expectations, in my new life with Jesus 

changed.  Here at the Channelview Teen 

Challenge Center for Women, most of the 

ladies that are here have little expectation, 

love or hope. There lives have been shat-

tered by lost dreams.
