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My name is Jonathan Bauer, and I am 17 

years old. I was raised in a good home. My 

parents raised me in a Pentecostal Church in 

the Word of God. I was filled with the Spirit at 

the age of 8 and I was in a ministry with my 

parents called Partners in Prayer for School. 

When I hit adolescence, I began to stray away 

from God and from my parents. I didnõt like 

all their rules. I turned from them and from 

Godõs ways. I lived a rebellious lifestyle 

which involved using drugs and practicing 

witch craft. When I was 14, I refused to go 

to school and I got put on probation. 

That is what brought my drug use to the 

light. I tried to escape reality by using 

hallucinogenic drugs. I didnõt want to 

be anywhere around my parents. I 

denied that God even existed, and I 

tried to get others to stop believing 

in Him as well. I ended up on the 

streets, with no money, running 

from the police. I couldnõt af-

ford the drugs I wanted, so I 

began stealing over-the-counter cough and 

cold medicines to get high. I was discon-

nected from reality for several months. On 

three occasions I was very close to death 

from my drug abuse. I ended up in jail. Even 

though the drugs were out of my system, I 

was still hallucinating all the time. One night 

while I was in jail, I felt the presence of the 

Lord near me. He gave me an image of me 

going to hell. I cried out to Him. I felt as 

though he grabbed me by my shirt collar and 

slammed me back into reality. I realized eve-

rything I had been doing for the past couple 

of years was evil and wrong. I felt pain for 

what I had done to God and my parents. I 

decided I would serve God. I needed help to 

live life in reality. Thatõs what got me into 

Teen Challenge. I had a really bad attitude, 

but God has been working on me. I am learn-

ing to humble myself and submit to leaders. 

My relationship with my parents has grown 

really strong now. Now they have the Godly 

son back that they once had. 



My name is Sean Lee. I am 41 years old. I 

am originally from Honolulu Hawaii. My fam-

ily was a very dysfunctional one. We went to 

church often, however neither of my parents 

were born again Christians. My father lived 

away from my mother and I even though 

they were married. I only saw him on Sun-

days. I had to take care of myself, because my 

mother didnõt come home until mid night. I 

would run around the neighborhood until 

she got home even when I was only 7 yrs old. 

My parents ended up getting a divorce. My 

mom and I moved to Fort Worth Texas. By 

the time I was 8 years old I had already be-

gun using marijuana and smoking cigarettes. 

I began getting into gang activities. My dad 

remarried and I moved back to Hawaii with 

him. I hated my step mom and she didnõt like 

me. She began abusing me verbally and 

physically. I moved often from place to place. 

I was placed in an Assembly of God private 

school when I was in eighth grade. Despite 

the fact that my IQ was above average, I was 

failing all my classes. By the time I was in 

10th grade, I was busted for selling drugs 

during a high school drug raid. Things went 

down hill from there. My drug abuse got 

much worse and my gang lifestyle had me 

trapped. I hit rock bottom so I called home. 

My parents told me I could get help at a 

place called Teen Challenge. I entered TC in 

May of 1986. I spent a few semesters in Bible 

College. I worked with many ministries that 

ministered to the youth as well as gangs. I 

lived a successful Christian life. In the end of 

2005, I knew God wanted me to work in Teen 

Challenge. I went to TCIMI, which is a training 

facility for TC employees. I graduated there 

and I became the Menõs Program Director in 

San Antonio. Shortly after that, I moved to 

Jasper to help with the newly opened Jasper 

center. Jeremiah 29:11 says that God has 

plans for my life, and He has proven it for the 

last 23 years of my life!  

This month is the 1 year anniversary of  

the Jasper center. Thatõs not all we are 

celebrating right now though! Praise God 

for our first two students receiving their 

GED. The men went to classes twice a 

week with their teacher Gail Gaston. They 

successfully completed the exam and now 

have earned their high school equivalency. 

There is no end to the tools that God is 

equipping the men with while they pursue 

Him! We are so proud of them, and we 

have several more that are preparing to 

take the exam in the upcoming months. 

We will have many more praise reports 

then to tell you about!  

Well, the garden is in full bloom! It is 

always a blessing to see how the Lord 

provides for us while also teaching us 

lessons about His character. The men 

learned that it takes work to prepare soil 

to be planted.  We have to get rid of the 

old junk to make way for the new. The 

men are doing that spiritually as students 

in this program. They are getting the old 

behavior out of their lives, and making a 

way for a new life in the Lord. It takes 

work to get the soil prepared, and the 

seeds planted. After the planting, we have 

to wait. The seeds that are planted donõt 

grow fruit over night. The men see that in 

their lives as well. The Word is planted 

into their hearts. At first it may be confus-

ing or difficult to grasp, but over time we 

begin to see growth! In the garden we see 

the plant push through the soil and grow 

into a mature plant. When it is mature we 

begin to see fruit appear. This program is 

thirteen months long. It takes that long to 

see real maturity and fruit in their lives. 

God is faithful to bring the fruit both in 

the garden and in the lives of our stu-

dents. When the men do their part in 

preparation, the Lord will bring the har-

vest!
