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     My name is Kurt Longanecker and I am currently 

serving as the choir coordinator and worship leader at 

the Coastal Bend Campus. 

     I grew up in a family of 7 children in the Santa 

Barbara area of California. Both my parents were hard 

workers, yet struggled with alcohol abuse. With my 

mom and dad divorcing when I was very young and 

my mom threatening and nearly succeeding to com-

mit suicide, I really struggled with fear of rejection and 

abandonment issues all my childhood. 

     However, when I was 15 years old my neighbor 

who was studying to become a youth pastor, invited 

me to go to Christian summer camp. He guaranteed 

me it would be the best week of my life, and it was! It 

was there that I received Jesus Christ as my Lord and 

Savior. I also was very impressed at seeing a worship 

team for the first time, as they were leading 500 stu-

dents in sincere, heartfelt worship. I remember think-

ing, òThatõs what I want to do! I want to help people 

feel free like that through music.ó 

   As soon as I got home from camp, I sang to my 

mom all the camp songs and convinced her to get 

me a guitar and lessons. After that I went to music 

school in Los Angeles. For the next 15-20 years I 

continued to play here and there on church 

worship teams or work in ministry. 

     About a year ago, while working for a min-

istry, my wife and I began to really struggle in 

our marriage. I believe many of these strug-

gles stemmed from never really dealing 

with my childhood fear of rejection and 

abandonment issues. I became hopeless 

to the point of finally numbing my emotions with 

substances. This choice cost me my job, and our 

home. 

     With my feelings of guilt for letting the Lord and 

my family down I continued to use substances to try 

and make this reality go away. A short time later, my 

mom and siblings sat me down and told me that I 

needed to get some sort of help in order to save my 

family and myself. We felt Teen Challenge was the 

best option. Of the 214 Teen Challenge centers in the 

nation, only this one in Driscoll, Texas would allow me, 

my pregnant wife and our two children to come all at 

the same time into the program. So we packed up, 

and headed to Texas from California. We arrived on 

Christmas Eve. 

     Since my family and I have been here, God has 

restored my relationship with Him, my wife and our 

children. I have learned that God is most interested in 

a family being restored, whole and living victoriously 

than He would be in rejecting one man for his wrong-

doing! I thank God that He doesnõt reject us, but 

wants to shower His blessings, grace and mercy on us 

all.  

     God also has not rejected my desire to serve Him 

through music. I was recently asked to lead the choir 

and worship band here at Teen Challenge. It wasnõt 

even a week after I was asked, that someone just came 

up to me and gave me an electric guitar and amplifier 

to use! Further proof that, òGodõs gifts and call can 

never be withdrawn.ó (Rom 11:29.) And we are called, 

òêto declare the praises of Him who has called us out 

of darkness into His wonderful light.ó (1 Peter 2:9)  



I would like to alert all of our ministry 

partners to a new problem we have on 

our campus.  When itõs finally time for 

lights out; after a long hard day of work 

and Bible study, our students arenõt going 

to bed.  No, instead they are joining to-

gether in groups large and small, circling 

around each other andê praying.  We are 

seeing a spiritual awakening on our cam-

pus that transcends the boundaries of our 

chapel ceilings and classroom walls.  The 

work of the Holy Spirit is evident in our 

student body as much now as it ever has 

been if not I dare say even more so.  Their 

lights are shining wherever they go and 

we believe that their prayers are the result 

of your prayers.  Our student body has 

also grown tremendously.  We have seen 

a 30% increase in male student inductions, 

and our families with children have nearly 

doubled. The Lord certainly does give the 

increase!!! We were also recently blessed 

by having pastors James and Delores 

Fields host our Spiritual Emphasis. The 

three day event was filled with great wor-

ship and a thorough exposition on the 

Baptism of the Holy Spirit. The sermons 

highlighted the necessity of being filled 

with the Spirit for victory over sin in your 

personal life, and power for fulfilling Godõs 

purpose for you in the church. The stu-

dents and staff were also blessed the pre-

vious week by attending a three day 

prophecy conference featuring renowned 

prophecy teacher Joseph Chambers. Jo-

seph came all the way from North Caro-

lina to Glad Tidings Assembly of God here 

in Corpus Christi. We know that faith 

comes by hearing the Word of God, and 

we are seeing that scripture ring true all 

over our campus. We are so blessed by 

the problem of our students praying and 

joining together to minister to each other. 

We hope it becomes an epidemic they 

carry from our house to yours!
