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My name is Shane Revia. I am 32 years 

old. I grew up in Vidor Texas. Growing up, I 

had a simple life, loving parents, and two 

younger brothers. I went to a Baptist church 

and gave my life to the Lord when I was 13 

years old. Around my junior year of high 

school, I began using marijuana and alcohol.  

Around that same time in my life, my mom 

and dad got a divorce. They had to work 

and that made it difficult for them to be 

around as much as before. By the time I 

was eighteen, I got arrested and thatõs 

when my family found out about my 

drug abuse. I had completely turned my 

back on God. I had taken satan by the 

hand and for the next fifteen years of 

my life, I was on a path of destruction. 

I abused many drugs: metham-

phetamines, ecstasy, cocaine, and 

just about anything you could put 

in a needle. During my addiction 

I was in and out of facilities. The 

last eight years of my addic-

tion, I found myself affiliated with a racist 

prison gang that was known for hate. Hatred 

grew in my heart. I hated everyone and eve-

rything, but most of all I hated myself. My 

heart was hard and it was going to take God 

to fix it. I had no idea that God had never left 

my side. He was watching over me, waiting 

for me to come to Him. Drugs took every-

thing I had from me. When I hit rock bottom, 

I reached out to my dad and asked him for 

help, and he found Teen Challenge. My son 

needed his dad back, and my father needed 

his son back, too. Since God brought me to 

Teen Challenge, He has restored relationships 

with my family and my son. I have left the 

hate behind and found a new way to live. 

During my addiction, God allowed me to 

have an excellent career in welding and fabri-

cation. Now He is allowing me to share that 

with my brothers that are in this program. I 

am thankful that God has restored me and 

now Heõs using me for His Kingdom! 



My name is Riley J Robin. I am 35 years 

old. I was raised in a Catholic background, 

but never really attended church much. I was 

raised in a very good home. I graduated high 

school, and I thought I had a very normal life. 

In 1994, I was at a party drinking with some 

friends. I was introduced to crack cocaine and 

it quickly became a habit. I went from spend-

ing $50 a week on the drug to spending $500 

a day in no time at all. It didnõt take long be-

fore I made my first trip to jail. In 1996, I was 

married, and I managed to hide my addiction 

pretty well. My wife got pregnant and the 

baby died at birth. At this time, my wife 

nearly lost it, and my addiction just escalated. 

She noticed that money was missing and that 

bills werenõt being paid. I had to admit to her 

that I had a bad cocaine addiction. Her dad 

was a cop and knew of a place called Teen 

Challenge. She told me that she wanted me 

to go to this program or she would divorce 

me. I went through the program in 1997. 

While I was in the program, my counselors 

would always tell me that I had to stay in the 

Word and develop a prayer life or I would 

never make it out there. I didnõt really take it 

to heart. I wanted to do it my way.  

Four months after I left Teen Challenge I 

ended up going through a divorce. For the 

next 10 years I found myself in and out of my 

addiction. After years of being rebellious, 

now the family and relatives that used to love 

me so much, didnõt want to have anything to 

do with me. I just couldnõt be trusted. I finally 

hit rock bottom. No one would help me, and 

I found myself living on the streets. I got a 

taste of what it is like to sleep in the rain, and 

to eat a stolen can of food with a stick be-

cause I couldnõt afford a spoon.  

Now I am back at Teen Challenge, but I 

have a whole new attitude! Itõs not that I 

donõt have cravings, I just donõt want what 

comes with it! God got me through all of the 

overdoses and heartaches over the years. 

God says that we are called to serve Him.  So 

I am back only this time with an obedient and 

servant heart! Praise God!  

July is when we all celebrate freedom! 

We would like to thank the men that have 

sacrificed for our freedom in this country. 

We know that Christ came to the earth to 

live and die so that we could be free!  The 

men in our program have a special need 

for freedom. Satan has them so bound up 

that freedom seems like itõs unobtainable. 

They get here searching for help to break 

out of the chains that bind them. We 

teach them that freedom comes as we die 

to our selfish ways. The more they submit 

to God, the more freedom they will have 

in their lives! He sees the sacrifices the 

men make over the thirteen months in the 

program and He honors it. He gives them 

all that the devil took from them and 

more! We praise God for His son and our 

freedom! We are so blessed to see God 

setting people free everyday here at Teen 

Challenge.  

Well, I have shared with 

you in the past about dif-

ferent trades the men have 

been learning about. We 

have recently started being 

able to teach them about 

welding. God has been so 

good to provide equip-

ment, expertise, and mate-

rials to get this new aspect of the program 

going. Shane (whose  testimony is on the 

front cover) and his father Rick Revia have 

been instrumental in helping us get up 

and running. This is a photo of the very 

first BBQ pit made by Teen Challenge stu-

dents. God is going to use this in many 

ways to be a 

blessing to the 

ministry as well 

as to the stu-

dents who will 

be learning 

about the field.
