26 years old and from Magnolia, Tx. Has any-

one ever hit rock bottom and thought that 

there is no hope for them? Well there is, and I 

am living proof. With God, all things are possi-

ble. I grew up with two of the worlds greatest 

parents, who were on fire for God. That love 

for God was instilled in my heart at an early 

age. However, I began to drift away from 

God. 

     At age 17, I found myself pregnant and 

alone. After I had my son, I was so con-

fused and hurting, and not knowing how 

to deal with my pain, I turned to alcohol.  

The pain that stayed within me became 

heavier. I met someone and he intro-

duced me to prescription pain pills. 

Between him and pills, that void in 

my heart was filled temporarily. He 

began to be verbally, physically 

and sexually abusive. Instead of 

turning to God, I became more dependent on 

drugs. My life began to tumble down. On Au-

gust 13th, I overdosed, and that is when I real-

ized that I needed help. I cried out to God and 

told Him that I would do anything if He would 

help me.  Psalm 40:1-2 (NKJV) says: òI waited 

patiently for the Lord; and He inclined to me, 

and heard my cry.  He also brought me up out 

of a horrible pit, out of the miry clay, and set 

my feet upon a rock, and established my steps.ó  

I am so thankful that He is a God of many 

chances.  He has done a wonderful work in my 

life and continues to bless me.  He has given 

me a hope and a future.  I love Him with all my 

heart and am honored to be called His child.  I 

will be graduating from Teen Challenge in less 

than a month.  God did all of this.  Through the 

prayers of my parents and the Joy that Jesus 

gives, I can now be the mother God intended 

me to be to my 3 children -Jacob, Emily, and 

Miranda. Thank you Jesus.  



The lives of the ladies here at our 

Channelview Teen Challenge center can 

be summed up in one word.  òCHANGE.ó    

Someone once said, ònot all change is 

successful, but you can not have success 

without change.ó  There are many ways 

that change effects our lives.  You can 

change jobs, attitudes, clothes,  your 

mind, churches,  goals and even have a 

change of heart, and that change can only 

be done through the power of Jesus 

Christ.  What a joy it is to see how the love 

of Jesus effects the lives of these ladies 

after He has brought change into their 

lives.  Part of 1st Sam. 10:6 (NLT) says òYou 

will be changed into a different person.ó  

One of our ladies recently told me, this is 

the first time since she was 12 years old, 

that she was not drunk on her birthday.  

Yes, she is changed.  In 2nd Cor. 3:18

the Spiritñmakes us more and more like 

Him as we are changed into His glorious 

image.ó  One of our ladies recently re-

ceived a prophetic word from a visiting 

Pastor.  He told her of how her piano 

playing would be a great blessing to many 

people.  He did not know that she even 

played the piano.  She kept her talent on 

the piano hidden during her years of ad-

diction.  After she sat down, I walked to 

where she was sitting, took her by the 

hand and began walking her to the piano.  

She said she did not want to go to the 

piano and I said yes you do.  She sat down 

on the piano bench and said what do I 

play.  I asked her if she had a prayer lan-

guage, and she said she did.  I told her let 

her prayer language go through her fin-

gers on the piano.  She did, and she went 

up and down the keys in beautiful piano 

praise.  She now plays the piano in some 

of our praise and worship times together.  

She now knows that she will be changed 

in the twinkling of an eye, for eternity.
