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My name is Justin Strube, and I am 30 

years old. I came from a broken home. My 

dad worked lots of hours and my mom was 

high all the time. I grew up thinking that 

drugs were cool. My dad worked and dur-

ing his fun time we would be at the lake. I 

would watch him fish, drink, and get high. 

My brother is six years older than me and 

I looked up to him. When I was 10 years 

old, he was the one I got high with my 

first time. That started the spiral that 

got me to the bottom of a self destruc-

tive path. I found out that my girl-

friend was pregnant. I was making 

bad decisions. I got to the point in 

my life that I wanted to get right for 

the sake of me and my kids. God 

was the last thing on my mind 

though. My girlfriend let me 

move in with her as long as I 

quit smoking pot. That was 

another mistake, because I 

lived in sin for 5 years before we got mar-

ried. That was only the small part of the 

problem. The main problem in my life 

was that God was not in charge of my 

life , the drugs and the sin were. Since I 

came to Teen Challenge, I have put God at 

the top of my life. God, through Teen Chal-

lenge, has really changed my heart. Thanks 

to God through His Word! I know from 

John 15:5-6 that He is the vine and I am 

the branch. He says that òHe who abides in 

me, and I in Him, bears much fruit; for 

without Me, you can do nothing. If anyone 

does not abide in me, he is cast out as a 

branch, and is withered and they gather 

them and throw them into the fire, and 

they are burned.ó I know I have to serve 

God with all my heart, for if I donõt I will 

fall. 1 Corinthians 13:13 says that òthree 

things last forever: faith, hope, and love.ó I 

now have love for people and my faith in 

God!

My name is Robert Heard. I am 31 years 

old, and I grew up in a little town called 

Ringgold, GA.

Coming to Teen Challenge was the 

best decision that I ever made! I have ac-

complished more in 14 months than I 

did in the 30 years before I came here.  I 

have a relationship with God that I never 

had before. I have a relationship with my 

family that Iõve never had before. I also got 

my GED! And my electrician apprenticeship 

license. I was blessed to get an internship, 

and shortly after that I transferred from the 

San Antonio center to the Jasper center. I 

graduated on July 7th. I am very blessed to 

be able to work with the staff and the stu-

dents here in Jasper. This is a blessed cen-

ter and a wonderful community. I want to 

thank God and give God all the glory for all 

of the blessings in my life. I stand on Psalm 

118:5 òIn my anguish, I cried out to the 

Lord, and He answered by setting me free!ó
