I did not 

know who I was due to addictions, anger and 

selfishness. Hello my name is Wade McNutt. I 

am 19 years old and I am from Alvin, Texas. I 

grew up in a great home with loving parents 

who wanted the best for me. I went to Chris-

tian schools in my younger days. I still did 

not know who I really was. I was young 

when my parents divorced, and it wasnõt 

long after that when my father went to 

prison. I took it pretty hard because of 

the relationship me and my dad had.  

From then on I started to take my 

problems into my own hands. 

     It was at the beginning of junior - 

high when I started hanging with 

the wrong crowd. I began to 

smoke and drink and that be-

gan a downward spiral. It started to tear my 

life apart. From then on, I began to rob and 

steal to support my addictions. I had lost all 

hope. I was selling drugs because I was unable 

to keep a job. I lost my house and even my 

relationship with my family. I finally became 

homeless because of my addictions. 

My  mother had told me about a place 

called Teen Challenge. It wasnõt until coming 

to Teen Challenge that God had started to 

change my life. Since being here, I have really 

slowed down and Iõm able to talk to God and 

see what he wants me to do. I now have a 

relationship with my Lord that canõt be  

broken by the things of the world.  I am so 

thankful that God put Teen Challenge in my 

life and restored the relationship I had once 

destroyed.
