Over the last 7 years, I praise God for the 

privilege of having served Teen Challenge 

at a local level in New Haven, Connecticut 

and at a national level in Springfield, Mis-

souri. Since June 2009, I am especially 

thrilled to now be serving at a state level - 

especially in my home state of Texas. With 

over 1.5 million drug and alcohol addicts in 

our great state, the services of Teen Chal-

lenge of Texas (TCTX) are needed more 

than ever before. 

In 2009, over 550 men and women were 

introduced to Christ and received services 

because of your faithful support. TCTX was 

privileged to demonstrate Christ's love to 

them, mentor them, teach them a trade, 

and assist them in replacing destructive 

habits with godly behavior. In this year 

alone, over 270 men and women graduated 

from our rigorous, yet life -transforming, 13-

month program.  

In light of the economic downturn we all 

faced this year, TCTX underwent a major 

reorganization which included adding 25 

beds to its Weatherford program by mov-

ing it to Azle (Dallas area), while closing our 

25 bed Jasper program in November. We 

are continuously striving to become more 

efficient, effective, and a better steward of 

resources. TCTX ends the year with a com-

mitted leadership team, reduced overhead 

expenses, a cash-only purchasing system, 

and an increased commitment to our mis-

sion of reaching and discipling the lost. Our 

8 programs scored an average of 99 per-

cent on the onsite accreditation review ad-

ministered by Teen Challenge USA; another 

indicator that TCTX is operating in excel-

lence.    

Although TCTX can serve 280 men and 

women at any given time, there are many 

more in our state that struggle with addic-

tion and desperately need Christ. In 2010, 

TCTX desires to add 70 beds to its Magnolia 

men's program and 30 beds to its Channel-

view (Houston area) women's program. We 

want to expand services 

to our exciting women 

and children's program 

in Driscoll (Corpus Christi area), while in-

creasing resources and training to all of our 

programs. We encourage community busi-

nesses, foundations, and individuals alike to 

come alongside us in supporting these 

worthwhile and eternal endeavors.  

Thank you again for your continued 

prayers and support of TCTX. As we ap-

proach the end of 2009, we not only praise 

God for what He enabled us to accomplish 

this year, but look forward to the numerous 

men and women we will have the opportu-

nity to serve in 2010! Let us know how we 

can serve you and how you may be able to 

support our students.

My name is Stuart Colliatie and I am from Wichita, Kansas. I come 

from a medium -sized, catholic family so I went to catholic schools 

until my parents divorced. That was the beginning of a new life I thought I had control of. My 

parents were very busy putting their own lives back together that they really didn't have a lot 

of time to focus on me. I then began to get involved with the wrong crowds, doing the wrong 

things and it wasn't long before my life was out of control. I had been to a few secular treat-

ment facilities and they were really just a time of rest or a time to get clean to show the court 

that I could. But every time I left those places, I went back to the same mess. That went on for 

years and years, until I really got convicted. I was doing my thing during the week and going 

to church on the weekend trying to make it right. My youngest brother had mentioned to me 

that his friendõs son went to Teen Challenge and that was years ago and he is still living a life 

of freedom and asked if I thought I might be interested. At first I said ônot reallyõ because of 

the name. He got me some information and an application along with the guidelines and 

asked me to take a look. I didn't like what I saw, but something inside of me was tugging at 

me telling me to keep moving forward with this, so I did. I went through the program at Teen 

Challenge of the Midlands in Colfax, Iowa. It was 9 and one-half months there, then 6 months 

of re-entry in Omaha, Nebraska. I really got a foundation with a relationship with Jesus Christ 

from the time I spent in the program. When they told me a 180° change was going to happen 

in my life I was like, ôshow me!õ and it happened, but it didn't stop there. After re-entry, I ap-

plied to Teen Challenge Ministry Institute in Jacksonville, Florida and was called there after 

much prayer. I was there for one year and graduated. It was a huge season of growth for me. 

More refining took place there. Then I was called to City Rescue Mission in Jacksonville, which 

is a discipleship program/homeless shelter that took me to a whole new level of how to serve 

and to love my brothers and sisters in Christ. I was there for 7 months and one Saturday 

morning I received a message from Dave Woodcock, who I went through each and every part 

of this walk with up until graduation from school. He went to Texas while I stayed in Jackson-

ville. But he asked me to pray about coming on board with him at Teen Challenge in Texas as 

the program director, so I did and here I am doing what I am supposed to be doing, where I 

am supposed to be doing it! God is so good; He has taken me places that I never thought I 

would ever see.
